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A born-and-bred Cornish creative

Guy Watson spent most of his time at
Helston Community College finding excuses
to be in the drama studio. “l used to skive off
PE to hang out there,” he admits. “Unluckily
for me, my drama teacher and PE teacher

were married.” All that skiving did pay off
though - those hours fiddling with the
lighting desk have proved very useful, even if
his football skills are no better. Although he
can be found at the gym four times a week
these days.

After studying Directing at Drama Centre
London and working with a theatre
company touring schools across Germany,
Guy knew Cornwall was where he wanted to
build his life and career. He's not a city-boy
- living somewhere you love sustains you in
ways that living somewhere you think you
“should” be never can.

Guy set up Cousin Jack's Theatre Company
in 2008. Their stage adaptation of The
Mousehole Cat has been running every
Christmas since 2016 - a decade of sold-
out shows, tours to Cornish schools, and

performances in Minnesota and Wisconsin.
For eight years he was Creative Producer
at Trebah Garden, programming their 300-
seat amphitheatre, producing large-scale
site-specific projects, and leading arts and
community programmes across the 26-acre
site. He'd first worked there as a teenager in
his Saturday job.

Now he's channelling all of that into his
hometown. As Creative Producer for Trevow
Helston, Guy is developing a former chapel
into a hub for events, performances and
creative activity. “We're still at the start of our
journey,” he says, “but creating energy and
excitement through programming can make
a real difference here.” He's also Vice-Chair
of the Helston Place Shaping Board, was
Chair of youth charity R} Working for three
years, and served as a trustee at the Acorn
Theatre in Penzance.

Guy lives in Lowertown with his partner
Jonathan and their 15-year-old. In 2024, he
was made a Bard of Gorsedh Kernow, an
organisation celebrating Cornish spirit and
culture. His bardic name is Kunteller a Bobel:
Gatherer of People.
